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<Gie Eon bang> is using Chinese language H 53/ with the meaning of ‘a room to
share saying, a saying room.” We would meet four offshoots (genres) reaching

out to such as a new folk song that can be said to be ‘a popular song of growing
naturally' that arose in this land, jazz songs which was formed under the influence
of western-style popular music, popular songs (trot) that emerged under the
influence of Japanese popular music and comic songs with humorous lyrics.
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<Nongokjeon> is a time to feel the breath of modernity permeated into South
Korean traditional instruments through a kind of zither made by grafting Western
guitar onto traditional instruments. Modern instruments ‘Iron Hyun Geum®
expresses the depth of the sound having a tool called as ‘nongok’ of left hand. Let's
rediscover the sound of modern Korean traditional instruments being revived by
the performance of the Iron Hyun Geum player Kyung-hwa Yu.
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The special record company <Modan Record>, who has not changed by time and space,
will begin a showcase. It will be send to that the songs which made a splash in album
market of early 20th century recreated by the interpreting perspective of 21st century
musicians. ‘Gugak in gayo’, a fusion traditional band who brings to joy for listening at all
ages, will show <Popular songs and Comic songs>. ‘Gyeonggi Southern Jazz', consisting of
four graduates who inherit a sort of the Gyeonggi Southern Jazz, will show <Jazz Songs>.
‘The Tune’, who have explored the World Music area which is overflowing energy, will
show <New Folk Music> by arranging it into a colorful musical world. In addition, DJ
Kayon who is active based on Fukuoka will show the modern songs arranged into
rhythmical sound. Let’s see what is a new modern song of 21st  century.
